NO MORE THAN 16’ OF ASSEMBLED
COUNTERTOP SHOULD BE LIFTED IN TO
POSITION! LONGER COUNTERTOPS MUST BE
POSITIONED ON BRACKETS AS SUB-ASSEMBLIES
NOT EXCEEDING 16" AND FINAL ASSEMBLY
MADE FROM UNDERSIDE. EXTRA WIDE OR EXTRA
LONG (10’ OR 12’) SECTIONS SHOULD BE
POSITIONED ON BRACKETS INDIVIDUALLY AND
ASSEMBLED FROM UNDER SIDE.
